What are Portals

The Portals in GREENR are a special kind of
search results page that bring together up to
sixteen different kinds of content sources,
from case studies to magazines, from
podcasts to statistics, and from videos to web
sites.

There are three types of portals:
Issues Portals

Issues Portals, found in the left-hand side of
the GREENR home page, focus on events,
topics, and problems of global importance
facing the 21st century. These are currently
organized in the following 10 categories:
agriculture and food systems, economics and
trade, energy, environment and ecology,
humans in the natural world, law and politics,
pollution, resource management, science and
technology, and social factors.

Note that these ten categories may change as
the editors of GREENR make updates as
world events and news change.
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Browse Issues and Topics

Country Portals

A Country Portal presents an environmentally-
focused overview and "Quick Facts" about a
nation. You will also find multimedia, reference
sources, case studies, periodical articles,
statistics, conference presentations, directory
listings, primary source documents, book
reviews and other content discussing and
analyzing the environmental issues faced by
that country.

When you search on a country name, the
system will automatically direct you to the
matching Country Portal.

You can search for a country portal in different
ways. You can enter the name of the country
in the Basic Search box near the top of the
home page.
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You can also use the interactive World Map in
the center of the home page. Click anywhere
on the map (or select World Map from the
menu above). A new page will open with a
Map Options index on the left. Click on the
arrow to the rlght of e
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change this option to
“Browse Countries.”
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An info balloon on this map indicates a
country for which there is a country
profile. Click on the balloon.
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A tabbed window will appear where you
can view the full country profile or
select highlighted issues.

Organization Portals

GREENR profiles organizations from
around the world that are directly
involved in environmental causes, as
well as those not directly or exclusively
in the environmental arena, but whose
activities have a significant impact or
influence on environmental concerns.
All content related to a specific
organization is presented on an
Organization Portal results page, which
includes an overview of the
organization and "Quick Facts."
Organizations are listed within the
various Issues and Topics categories.

Featured Video

The Featured Video area of the Home
page lets you search for videos by
entering a word or phrase in the search
box and clicking Search Videos. Or
you can play the featured video clip,
which changes on a periodic basis.

Case Studies

The home page will display one or
more profiled case studies which you
can directly link to. You can also search
the case study content by entering a
word or phrase in the search box and
clicking Search.
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
